21 year old pianist Caitlan Rinaldy was born in 
Australia and started playing the piano at the age 
of 5. At the age of 7 she performed with the 
Mueller Symphony Orchestra (Australia). At the 
age of 10 she was admitted to the Julliard Music 
School (New York) and was part of the Leopold 
Mozart Institute Foundation (Austria) for the 
Highly Gifted & Talented program. At the age of 
15 she was accepted into the piano bachelor's 
degree at the Mozarteum University. 

This is then followed by her performances at the 
Mozart Festival with the K.Art Orchestra (China), 
with the Salzburg Chamber Soloists and the 
Chamber Orchestra of the Sandor Vegh Institute 
(Austria), with the Astana Symphony Orchestra 
(Kazakhstan), with the Kiev Philharmonic 
Orchestra (Ukraine, 2019), with the Filarmonic 
Orchestra 'Mihail Jora' from Bacau (Italy, 2019), 

with the Manchester Camerata Orchestra (UK, August, 2019) and the 
Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra (China, November, 2019). 
She was a prize winner of numerous competitions, such as the International 
Chopin Competition (Poland, USA, Hungary), the Schubert Competition (USA), 
the Eisteddfod (Australia), the Young Artist Concerto Piano Competition (USA), 
the duo at the Karel Kunc Competition (Germany), prize winner of the Astana 
Piano Passion (Kazakhstan), the VI International Competition Ferenczy György 
(Hungary), the Concorso Panistico Internazionale winner and their audience 
award (Italy, 2018 - Open Section), Prize winner of the Horowitz Competition 
(Kiev, 2019), 2. Prize winner at the 3. Bechstein-Bruckner-Wettbewerb open-
section (Austria, 2023), and most recently the 1. Prize and Audience Award at 
the 27° Concorso Pianistico Internazionale “Premio Mauro Paolo Monopoli” 
(Italy, 2024).   

She was also part of the DVD production "Wir Wunderkinder", Young Classic 
Europe (Germany), Young Talents Mattsee Concerts (Austria), Australian 
Raising Star (Australia) , the production with the Marionettentheater "Karneval 
der Tiere und Poulenc" (Österreich, 2023), and she performed with the Nola 
Orchestra (Italy,2023). 

She is currently in her last semester for the Piano Solo Master of Arts with 
Prof. Andreas Weber.
